Columbus and Franklin County Continuum of Care
Request for Proposals
The Columbus and Franklin County Continuum of Care (CoC) has HUD CoC funds available for permanent reallocation beginning July 1, 2021. The CoC will also work with Columbus Metropolitan Housing Authority (CMHA) to access new Emergency Housing Vouchers (EHV) to be used in conjunction with the reallocated CoC funding. CSB will prioritize for funding proposals that address the use of the EHV for permanent supportive housing and provision of supportive services for the EHVs. Applicants must be current sub-recipients of HUD CoC funds. Some of the CoC funding available must be used to serve transition-age youth (TAY), ages 18-24. Complete Part A and/or Part B of the RFP depending on which populations you will serve.

· 298 EHVs plus $871,351 in renewable CoC funds are available for FY22 (July 1, 2021 – June 30, 2022). 
· The CoC funds must be used for the supportive services component of the 298 EHVs and to create additional permanent supportive housing (PSH) units in Columbus and Franklin County, if CoC funding allows. The 298 EHVs are to be used to create tenant-based permanent supportive housing units. 
· The CoC funds can be used to expand an existing scattered-sites PSH project or to start a new scattered-sites TRA PSH project, in conjunction with the 298 EHVs.
· The CoC funds can be used for leasing, operating, sponsor-based rental assistance, tenant-based rental assistance, supportive services, and administration. Programs with rental assistance funds cannot also have operating funds. The match requirement is 25 percent. (There is no match requirement for leasing funds).
· Refer to HUD Notice PIH 2021-15 for EHV details and requirements. The CoC funds must be spent on CoC-eligible activities, per 24 CFR Part 578.
· All units must be designated for people with disabilities who have experienced long-term homelessness. Units must be filled by referral through the Unified Supportive Housing System. The successful applicant must agree to work with CSB and CMHA to lease up the EHVs.

· The CoC funds can be used for leasing, operating, sponsor-based rental assistance, tenant-based rental assistance, supportive services, and administration. Programs with rental assistance funds cannot also have operating funds. The match requirement is 25 percent. (There is no match requirement for leasing funds). 
· The CoC funds must be spent on CoC-eligible activities, per 24 CFR Part 578.
· Units must be filled by referral through the Unified Supportive Housing System.

Selection and Approval Process

Community Shelter Board (CSB) staff will review proposals and evaluate the capacity and track record of the applicant and the eligibility and appropriateness of the project to participate in the homeless crisis response system. If the project is viable, CSB will present the information to the CoC Board for formal approval. 

Organizations that are selected will be informed in writing. The CoC will include the CoC funds in the annual competition for renewal for the fiscal year starting 7/1/2022. Once a proposal has been approved, the agency will be required to submit a CoC project application according to CoC deadlines for the renewal funding.
